Minutes of the Poulshot Annual Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 11 May 1999 at 7:30p.m.in the Village Hall. 
As is customary for this meeting the Clerk opened the proceedings and conducted the first two items of the agenda. 
1. Apologies. There were no apologies. 
2. Election of Chairman. Nominations for the post of Chairman were requested. 
Mrs V James proposed and Mr M Nixon seconded that Mr Hues be re-elected. There being no other nominations Mr Hues’ election was duly carried. 
Mr Hues thanked the Parish Council for its continued confidence in him and stated that he would do his best for the Parish in the coming year. 
Mr Hues then took the Chair. 
3. Election of Vice Chainnan. Nominations for the post of Vice Chairman were requested. 
It was proposed by Mr T Bissett and seconded by Mr G Collett that Mrs V James be reelected.. There being no other nominations Mrs James was duly elected. 
4. Minutes of the last Parish Council meeting. The minutes of the last Parish Council meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and passed. 
5. Matters arising. (a) Mr J Baber stated that he had not realised that he was to arrange to see contractors about getting the Village Green Cut. He thought his job was to meet them after a meeting had already been arranged.(b) It was stated that the Village Hall refurbishments were proceeding and that soon the bills would have to be paid. It was agreed that the Clerk should arrange cheque signing out of Council if the accounts were presented during the summer recess. (c) The Clerk stated that three skips had been ordered. (d) It was still not certain where the missing Standing Orders were but Councillors would have another look for them. (e) The Best Kept Village entry had been registered and the judging would be during June. (1) Village Green cutting. The grass was now so long that it would require cutting and carrying away, Mr Hues offered to arrange to see Wilts Direct Services tomorrow, and arrange to have a quote for the job. If suitable an immediate cut was to be arranged. 
6. Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
7. Millenium projecl. As previously stated the refurbishments are proceeding and all work should be finished before the summer. 
8. Accounts payable. The Parish Council again agreed to postpone payment of the Audit fee on the grounds of excessive increase and lack of explanation from the auditors. 
There were two other accounts payable: Comhul 
Insurance £85 : 28 
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RM Inspector of Taxes (PAYE) £37 50 
Both accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
9. Any other business. (i) The Clerk stated that it was hoped the Community police officer would attend the next meeting. (ii) It was stated that Mrs Colletts house had now been sold and it was likely that the new owners would want a track access to the property. several options were discussed but it was decided to await a formal application before any decisions were made. If such an application were made soon an informal site meeting would take place to decide on its merits. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 20:00
