minutes of the Annual Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 15th May 2001 at 7:30 p.m in the Parish Hall Poulshot. 
Before opening the meeting the Chairman introduced Mr Paul Wiltshire, Chairman of Boughton Gifford Parish Council, who had come along to talk to the Parish about the problems associated with having travellers stay “on your doorstep”. There were fairly recent rules, he said, which can help control unwanted use of Common Land and these rules have been published by the Committee on Commons. Poulshot has common rights over the use of the Green but an effort must be made to secure those rights to prevent any unwanted travellers setting down roots. 
If the Parish wished to make a “Deed of Declaration” regarding the rights of the land then the future use of the land would be secure and could not be changed. Mr Wiltshire stated that if such a Deed were to be made it must be done at a Parish meeting. He also stated that County Hall had a register of Common land and it was possible to obtain a copy of the publication to assess who has rights over Common Land. 
After Mr Wiltshires very informative talk it was stated that recently travellers had left an excessive amount of mess which could have been detrimental to health. Indeed Mr D Baber had called in the Department of the Environment because of the possibility of drugs and associated hazards. 
Mr Hues thanked Mr Wiltshire for a very informative talk. It had given the Parish Council something to work with when deciding how best to protect the future use of the Common Land in the Village. 
The Chairman then opened the meeting and asked for any apologies. 
Members Present: Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aldridge. Mr Baber, Mr Bissett, Mr Collett Mr Hunloke and Mr Nixon. The Clerk was absent due to sickness and Mrs Aidridge offered to take the minutes. 
Election of Chairmp It was proposed by Mr Nixon and seconded by Mrs Aldridge that Mr 
Hues be re-elected. Mr Hues was willing to stand again. There being no other candidates, Mr 
Hues was duly elected. 
Mr Hues thanked the Council for its continued support for him and promised to continue his 
work for the Council and the Village. 
Election of Vice Chairnia. It was proposed by Mr Baber and seconded by Mr collett the Mr Nixon be elected. Mr Nixon was willing to stand. There being no other candidates Mr Nixon was duly elected. 
Minutes of the last Meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated were taken as read and approved. 
Matters arisipg (a) Play area. Although Mrs Perrett was not at the meeting she left a message to say that she was in the process of finalising the the order. She already had £4000:OO banked towards the scheme and was hoping for about another £3000:OO to come from grants. 
(b) Parish Lengthsman. Mr Nixon stated that the Parish Lengthsmen had been in the Village for 2 days and done some good work but there was a lot to do. It was stated that if more time 
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was available, due to under involvement in other villages, they would come back and do some more jobs. Mr Nixon to remain as contact. 
(c) Bonfire rubbish. It was stated that the bonfire rubbish would be removed soon as it was now dry enough. 
(d) Newcomers pack. It was stated that the “Newcomers pack” produced by Mrs Scammell were excellent and would only cost about 50 pence each. Mrs Scammell asked to be advised if anyone new of any newcomers. 
(e) Green Gardens. The Green gardens would not be formally let this year due to the Foot and Mouth outbreak. Mr Nixon to use the land at a nominal rent for the season. 
Accounts payable. There was one account payable:— 
Cornhull Insurance Company £122:00 
This account was approved and the cheque signed. 
Any other business It was stated that the Cricket Club are finding the expense of cutting the green quite prohibitive and are looking at alternative ways to keep the grass short enough for their matches. A contract was still running until 7th June with Wiltshire Direct Services but this was quite expensive and as alternative it was hoped to purchase machinery to do the job on a self help basis. Some help was requested from the Parish Council but no formal request was made until more quotations had been obtained. It was hoped that these would be available at the next meeting on 10th July 2001. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:30 p.m.
