Minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting held in Poulshot Village Hall on Monday 8th May2000 at 7:30p.m. 
1. ologic. Apologies were received from Mr G Collett. 
Present were Mr M.Hues, Mrs V James. Mr T.Bissett, Mr J.Baber, Mr N.Hunloke, Mr M.Nixon and 11 members of the public. 
2. Election of Chairman Nominations were requested for the position of Chairman. It was proposed by Mrs V James and seconded by Mr M Nixon that Mr M. Hues be re-elected. There were no other nominations, All Councillors were in favour Mr Hues was duly elected. 
On taking the Chair Mr Hues thanked the Parish Council for its continued confidence in him and promised to continue to work for the benefit of the Parish. 
3. Election of Vice Chairman. Nominations were requested for the post of Vice 
Chairman. It was proposed by Mr Bissett and seconded by Mr hunloke, that Mrs 
James be re-elected. All Councillors were in favour, there were no other propositions 
Mrs James was duly elected. 
4. Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated were taken as read and approved. 
5. Matters arising. (i) Green Gardens let. The Clerk stated that there had been 2 tenders for the let, one for £89:OO and the other for £336:OO. The higher bid was duly accepted. The Clerk stated that, after discussion with the Chairman the higher bid was later discounted by £36:OO due to the requirements of the Council and the appalling weather of recent days. (ii) it was stated that concern that the Village Cricket team may not continue this year had abated and that the Village Green would be cut, on contract for the remainder of the season. (iii) It was stated that the bonfire area would be cleared when the weather improves. (iv) The rubbish dumped in Hay Lane still had to be cleared. (V) It was stated that the Church would be grateful for any donations towards the upkeep of the churchyard. (vi) It was stated that there was still no progress on the proposed play area. (vii) There was still no progress on the ditch across the Village Green. 
6. Plans for approval. Plans were presented for alterations to 3 Lodge Cottages Poulshot Road. Although no major objections were raised it was felt the the Symmetry of the pair of properties would be lost and perhaps the extension should be carried out at the rear of the property. 
7. Audit repQrt. The Clerk stated that he had investigated the option of having the Audit carried out in the private sector but that he felt that the work required, in the very limited timetable imposed by the District auditor was far too great to make this type of audit a realistic option. In any event the most recent Audit fee showed a drop in fees to a more realistic level and would probably be very competitive in the future. 
8. Accounts payable. There were 3 accounts payable: Wiltshir 
Association of Local Councils £70:26 
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Kennet District Council (election expenses) £226:79 
Audit fee 1998/99 £190:94 
All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
9. Any other Business. (i)Tim Bissett stated that he had some quotes from Dave lovelock for a new notice board for the Village. He stated that the prices were all lower than for comparable noticeboards from other sources. Mr Bissett proposed that Dave Lovelock make a noticeboard. This was seconded by Mrs James and appmved by the council. (ii) The Chairman then read a letter from Mrs Doris Lane complaining about the treatment she had received from o member of the Village after she had tried to walk her dog on the Village Green. She had also reported the matter to the police and the Chairman pointed out that this matter was now being dealt with by them and that the Parish Council could not intervene with what was a civil dispute. The Chairman did say, however, that discretion should in matters of this kind and Mrs james added that we should be very careful when trying to invoke old byelaws. (iii) The Clerk read a letter from the Emergency Planning department of Wiltshire County Council asking if the Parish would like to take part in an Emergency exercise this year. The Parish Council felt that it would be appropriate to hold an exercise at this time and offered the date of the two Autumn Parish Council meetings as appropriate dates. (iv) It was reported that the drains at the bottom of the Village still had not been sorted out. (v) The Village was this year being offered two amenity skips. the Clerk was requested to ask for these in July and November. (vi) The Clerk stated that the entry to the Best Kept Village competition had been received but that Poulshot would remain in the Medium village category. 
At this stage the Chairman asked if any members of the public wished to speak:Mrs Aldridge stated that she agreed with the chairman that large stones should not be used to edge trackways on the Green but she had placed some in that position because large industrial vehicles were churning up the Green when the turned round. Mr D. Bullen complained that there always seemed to be 2 vehicles parked on the Green that were apparently abandoned. The Chairman stated that he would approach the owner with a view to getting them moved. 
It was generally thought that the speed limit in the village was not being vigorously applied and that 40 mph was probably too high. It was suggested that the police be asked to carry out more checks. 
A suggestion by Mr Piper that a footpath be constructed right across the Green met with very little support, most people agreeing with the Councils view that that such a footpath would spoil the Village Green. 
Mrs James proposed and Mr Nixon seconded that a grant of £200:00 be made to the Church. This proposal was carried in a vote of councillors, and a cheque signed. 
There being no further business, the meeting closed at 20:25
