Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 10 August 1999 at 7:30 in the Village Hall. Poulshot. 
The meeting was opened at 7:30 by Mr Hues who offered the condolences of the whole Council to Mr Tim Bissett and his family on the recent loss of his father. 
Apologies. There were no apologies, all councillors including KDC councillor, Miss Armand-Smith, PC Tracey Fleming and three members of the public were present. 
Introductions. The Chairman introduced Miss Armand-Smith and PC Tracey Fleming. Miss Armand-Smith said that she hoped she would be able to attend all Parish Council meetings, and that she was always avaIlable, if needed, for consultation. 
PC Fleming then spoke for a short time about crime in the area. She said that there had been a mini crime wave but that it was the work of a local hooligan who was now locked up. She then carried on by saying that Lawn mowers were always a good target and that recently some blankets had been stolen, it was thought to cover stolen property. Everyone was advised to always be especially vigilant and report anything suspicious. 
Minutes of the last Meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and passed. 
Matters arising. (i) It was stated that the grass mowing tenders had been received and that WDC direct services had been very expensive, JV Strong had been too busy to do the work and Mr MP Hues had supplied a very competitive tender. Wiltshire County Council had carried out one clearing cut,and Mr Hues had carried out the work for the rest of the summer so far. 
(ii) It was stated that the work had just about been completed on the Village Hall and that the contractors would soon require a cheque. It was agreed to sign the cheque out of council if payment was required urgently. 
(iii) The missing copy of Standing orders had still not been found. The Clerk said he would acquire a further copy for Councillors to look at. 
Plans for Approval. Plans were approved for Mr Pipers track after the site meeting held in July. 
Village Green Cutting. After the receipt of the competitive tenders it was resolved to ask Mr Hues to carry on cutting the green for the rest of the year. 
Best Kept Village competii!n. This year the result had been very poor, the village was placed ninth out of 9 entrants. Mr Hunloke stated that he wasn’t too worried if the Village didn’t appear to be too “picturesque”. Other Councillors were curious as to the marking plan but the Clerk stated that a detailed marking sheet had not yet been produced by Kennet district Council. 
Accounts payable. A new Audit account was presented although the Clerk stated that no reply had yet been received from the Auditors after the Councils request for clarification of costs. The Councillors again decided to withhold payment until the clarification is received.

Any Other business. (i) Play area working party. Mr Hues stated that nothing had been heard of the working party since the emergency meeting held at his house. It seemed that nothing was going forward and that a decision ought to be made soon. Miss Armand-Smith says that play areas are a good idea, if properly managed and it can be supported by numbers, but it could be an expensive project and there was a lot of ongoing responsibility. The Councillors all felt that enough was enough and that a decision should be made at the next meeting about the way forward. The Clerk was asked to Mr Jonathan Hawkins and seek clarification of the working party’s progress, with a view to making a fmal decision at the next meeting.
