Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 10th July 2001 at 7:30p.m. in the Village Hall Poulshot 
1. Apologies Members present:- Mr Hues, Chairman. Mr Nixon, Mr Hunloke and Mr Baber Mr K Gray, Kennet District Councillor was also present and 3 members of the the public. There were apologies from Mr Bissett, Mr Collett and Mrs Aldridge. 
Mr Hues opened the meeting and welcomed the new Kennet District Councillor, Mr K Gray. He then asked Mr Gray if he would like to introduce himself to the Council. Mr Gray thanked the Chairman and stated that he pledged himself to work for his constituency in the District but that he was presently still trying to get to know his area. He promised that he would do all he could to support the Parish Council and villagers if his help was requested. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting The minutes of the last meeting. having been circulated. were taken as read and signed. 
3. Matters arising. (i) it was stated that the bonfire rubbish had now been removed. (ii) The newcomers packs were being well received. Mrs Scammell asked that she be informed of any newcomers to the Village after 1st July and she will arrange for packs to be delivered. (iii) It was stated that the Village Cricket Club had not yet asked for any assistance with the grass cutting ion the Village Green. 
4. Plans for approval. There were two sets of plans:- 
1. Fell Leylandii trees in Mr Scammells garden. 
2. Change of use to garden from agricultural for Mr Stevens. 
Both sets of plans were approved. 
At this stage Mr Nixon showed the Council plans for the “James Wood” being prepared by Mr Wilson. The plans were for an imaginative wooded area where a large variety of trees and shrubs would be planted to give an opportunity for study particularly by groups of children on organised visits. 
The Clerk was asked to write to Mr Wilson and thank him for his work. 
5. Play area - Report. Unfortunately Mrs Perrett could not attend tonights meeting but she had advised the Clerk that the plans were well advanced and that the play area would be constructed in August. 
6. Best kept Village competitioI. The results of the District wide competition were now published and Poulshot was sixth out of nine villages with a score of 69%. 
7. Parish Lengthsman. Mr Nixon stated that he had been liaising with the lengthsmen and had had a certain amount of work done, but the men were not in the village for long enough for any meaningful work. Mr Nixon wasn’t too happy with the way the scheme worked, but as it was a new idea it may get better, he said. The big problem with the scheme was that the workforce was not big enough. It may be possible to get extra time allotted if other villages do not use their full quota. Mr Nixon said he was happy to remain as the contact point for the scheme.

8. Accounts payable. There was on account payable: Wesse 
water £2.35 
The account was approved and a cheque signed. 
9. Village Green ownership. After Mr Paul Wiltshires visit to the Annual Parish Council meeting the Clerk was asked to contact County Hall with a view to finding out how to make a “Declaration of Ownership” as described by Mr Wiltshire. It is thought that when all the details are to hand that a Parish meeting should be held to make the necessary declaration in order to safeguard the restricted use of the Village Green. 
10. Any other business. (i) It was stated that the bridge at Hay Lane known as “Iron bridge” had been broken by use by motor cycles. The Countryside warden to be contacted to arrange repairs. 
(ii) The Clerk was reminded that the matter of the damaged hedge along the Green Gardens still had not been resolved. The Clerk to take new information to the police in an effort to find the person responsible for the damage. 
(iii) It was stated that the new noticeboard was now in place but there was no indication of who had the key. It was decided to put a small notice on the board to identify who held keys. (iv) It was stated that the path at the bottom of the village was overgrown with stinging nettles and it was thought that this may be a job for the Parish Lengthsman. The clerk thought that this job was ordered separately from County Council Headquarters. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:30 p.m.
