1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mrs V James, Mr T Bissett and Mr M Wilson. There were four members of the public present. 
2. Minutes of the last meeipg. The Minutes of the last meeting,having been circulated. were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matters arising. (i) Millenium project. Mr Nixon reported that the refurbishment plans were going ahead well and the committee were in discussion with the Clerk regarding the finances. (ii) Play Area. The steering committee had reported to the Clerk that work was still going ahead and that they hoped to make a full report to the Parish Council at the next meeting. (iii) Standing orders. The Clerk stated that he had still not received the copy of “Standing orders” that was circulating among Councillors. It was hoped that this would soon complete the rounds. (iv) Travellers. The Chairman re-iterated his comments from the last meeting that it was exceedingly difficult to get travellers evicted from any temporary site and that it was probably better to take the “softly softly” approach and hope that they move on of their own accord. If the weight of the law was used, he said, it could be months before they have to go. 
4. P1ais for approyal. Plans were viewed for alteration to Bear Cottage. The plans were approved but several members of the Council felt that a pitched roof along the length of the frontage would have been better. 
5. Amenity skips. The Clerk reported that the allowance for amenity skips this year would again be 3. Dates were decided upon and the clerk asked to book them. 
6. Best kept village competition. it was again decided to enter the Best kept village competition and Mr Collett offered to again produce the entry documents. 
7. Adoption of standing orders. This matter was again put on hold in the absence of a copy of the accepted standard of orders. 
8. Accounts payaç. There was on account payable: 
Clerks half years salary £150:OO 
This account was approved and a cheque signed. 
9. Any other business. (i) Village Green cutting. It was very difficult to decide how and when to cut the Village Green. Some people liked the “rough” look while others preferred the “close cut”. Mr J Baber offered to enquire of three local professional companies with a view to awarding a contract for the summer. A straw poll was carried out with those present and it was generally felt that it was better to keep the grass fairly long but not too long to be dangerous. 
There being no other business the meeting closed at 8:35p.m.
