Minutes of the Poulshot Parish Council meetingheld in the 
Village Hall Poulshot on Tuesday 12 October 1999 at 7:30 p.m. 
1. Apologies. There were no apologies all members of the Parish Council, Miss ArmandSmith, Kennet District Council and 6 members of the public were present. 
2. Minutes of the ;last meeting. The minutes of the last Parish Council meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
At this stage Mr Hues welcomed Miss Armand-Smith (KDC) and stated that it was encouraging to see her at the meeting but he understood if she would like to leave early. Accordingly members were asked if they had any business to bring up at this stage which could be taken to Kermet District Council by Miss Armand-Smith. 
(a) Mr Nixon asked if the drains throughout the village could be cleaned. Nothing has been done in the last 5 or 6 years, he said, and some work was desperately needed, even just rodding or blowing through would help, he said. 
Miss Armand -Smith agreed to take this on board. 
(b)Mr Hues stated that some of the telephone cables had been very shallowly buried and that recently one had been cut and left the village without phones for 2 days. Miss Armand-Smith stated that this was a matter for British Telecom, but that she would look into it. 
3. Matters arising. There were no matters arising. 
4. Plans for approval. Plans were seen for an extension to Mr and Mrs Foords property. Councillors thought the improvements would be in keeping with the rest of the property and approved the plans. 
5. Childrens play area. As requested by the Council the Clerk wrote to Mr J Hawkins to request a review of the working party’s activities. The reply from Mr Hawkins was read out. Two members of the working party said that there was really nothing in the Village for children of any age. During the working party’s deliberations there had been no agreement on site or general area of childrens concentration. Mr Collett stated that Seend and Worton had had no problems, Bulkington had just had a small area built by Wiltshire County Council for £1 100:00 and it was thought that this would be about the size that Poulshot would need. Mr Hues stated that perhaps a small site should be made in the Hall “playground”. Mr Baber stated that he felt the present facilities were adequate. Mr Hunloke said that Poulshot had the best Village Green in the county and as there were no definite plans or site available perhaps it would be better left. Maintenance would also be a problem especially in the autumn with the leaf fall. Mr Collett stated that the Bulkington scheme had an area about the size of half the “playground” in answer to Mrs James’ question. Mr Baber thought that if the playground were used the noise would cause annoyance to Hall users on nice summer evenings. Mrs James feels that there is a need for a play area but that no site had been identified. Mr Nixon thought the Village hall the best option while Mr Bissett and Mr Hunloke felt that there may be no call for a play area. Mr Hues stated that he felt that there was no real need for the play area. We have a large Village Green and it should not be cluttered up by play areas. Two votes were then taken: 1 
Should the Bulkington scheme be explored further? Voting 3 to 4 against.

2. Should the proposal to build a play area be carried forward? Voting 2 to 3 against. The scheme is therefore dropped 
6. Adoption of Standing Orders. It unanimously was agreed to adopt the Standing Orders as per draft. The Clerk to produce a specific set of standing orders for presentation at a later meeting.

All accounts were approved and the appropriate cheques signed. 
8. y other business. (a) A letter was read from Lady Hunloke requesting a grant towards the annual old peoples lunch. It was proposed by Mr Nixon and seconded by Mr Collett that £ 150:00 be granted. All councillors in favour, proposal carried. 
(b) The proposed route for the Library bus were read out. These are as present. 
(c) The Clerk stated that there was a seminar in Chippenham about waste collection and disposal on 14th December 1999. No councillors were available to attend. 
(d) A letter was read from the Village Hall Committee thanking the Parish Council for the grant towards the refurbishment of the Village Hall. 
(e)There would be a meeting about the Village Hall on 2nd November 1999. 
(f) Mrs Dixon again asked for any historic articles about 1999. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 20:20 p.m.
