1. ologis. There were no apologies all members of the Council being present. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matters arisirjg.(a) Green gardens let was satisfactory. (b) Donation to the Church. Mrs V James apologised for not writing to thank the Parish Council for its donation, the Church was grateful and a letter would be sent immediately after the meeting. (c) Nothing more had been heard of plans for a childrens play area. (d) It was stated that nothing had been done about the ditch across the Village Green. (e) Mr Bissett stated that he had spoken to Mr Lovelock about making a Village Notice Board and it should be ready soon. (f) It was stated that the drains at the bottom of the Village should be cleared this week. (g) There was no support for the suggestion for a footpath across the Green.. 
4. Emergencyçxercise. The Clerk said that he had hoped to give the Council the date for the proposed emergency exercise but, as yet, he had heard nothing from County Hall. 
5. Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
6. Accounts payable. There were no accounts payable. 
7. Any other business.(i) A letter was read from Mr H Murray-Gorely who stated that the Willow trees on the edge of the Green were in a dangerous condition and in danger of falling across his property if no action is taken soon. This matter would be continued at a site meeting after all the other business. 
(ii) It was stated that the 40mph speed restriction sign at Mill Lane was overgrown and some trimming was required. 
(iii) MrCollett stated that a collection of paintings of Old Poulshot would be being auctioned at Sotherby’s in London next week. These had been painted by a German artist in the 1780’s. It was hoped that one, or some, of them could be purchased by the Village Trust but no estimate of the price had been given. 
Thee being no further business the meeting closed at 7:50 p.m.
