Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 13th November2001 at 7:30pm in the Village HaIl. 
Present: Mr M Hues, Chairman. Mrs Aldridge, Mr Bissett, Mr Collett, Mr Hunloke, Mr Nixon and Mr Gray Kennet District Councillor. 4 members of the public were also present. 
1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr J Baber. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matters arisipg. (i) Play area: It was stated that the play area had been officially 
opened on the 6th October and was now in regular use. It was stated that the fencing still had to be repaired but that would be done this week. Mr Hunloke again stated his objections to a dog proof fence, as required by the regulations, stating that it would be unsightly and made the grass edging very difficult to cut. The Clerk stated that the Council had a duty of care to protect the young children using the play area and this could only be done by the correct fencing. Mr K Gray (Kennet District Councillor) supported the Clerks advice and stated that the Council would be neglecting its duty if adequate fencing was not provided. Mr Collett was asked to arrange the erection of suitable fencing as soon as possible. (ii) Skip. It was stated that there was no skip after the Firework party as planned. This to be followed up with Kennel District Council. (iii) 50 MPH speed limit. Councillor Gray stated that he would follow up the matter with Wiltshire County Council. (iv) Pond clearances. It was stated that Stuart Plank thinks that the pond outside his dairy is his responsibility and has started to clear it up. Mr D Hood will be contacted about clearance of the pond at Cleverleys corner. 
4. Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
5. Shel. A letter had been received from Wiltshire County Council as well as Rowde School and a group of parents asking for the provision a bus shelter, in Corn Close, to protect the children who regularly have to wait for the school bus which has a very poor time keeping record. After much discussion it was decided that as the bus actually picks up in Corn Close and at several other places in the Village it was not practical to provide a shelter for location. It was resolved, instead, to write to Bodmans Coaches and request better time keeping. 
6. Protectioti of the Village Green. The Clerk stated that he had more information 
regarding protecting the Village Green from indiscriminate campers but more research was needed before a definitive picture was obtained. The Clerk to see if a member of the Legal department at County Hall could attend a future meeting to advise the Council. 
7. Accounts payable. There were 7 accounts payable: H

All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
8.yher business. (i) A letter was received from Lady kate Hunloke requesting a grant for the over sixties Xmas party. Malcolm Nixon proposed and Tim Bissett seconded that £175 :00 be granted for the occasion. All in favour and a cheque was signed. 
(ii) It was requested that a “sharp bend” sign be erected at Townsend. Some members of the Council felt that there was one there already, but it would be looked into. 
(iii) It was suggested that the Police be encouraged to carry out random speed checks in the Village as several motorists appeared to be flaunting the 40 mph limit. The Clerk to look into this. (iv) It was stated that the Lengthsmen will again be in the Village this month. Mr Nixon to co-ordinate work for them. (V) It was stated that the Village pond was looking much better for its recent attention (BTCV account paid in minute 7). (vi) It was stated that the drainage across the Village Green required attention. Mr Nixon agreed to look at it. (vii)The Village Trust advised the Council that the “Monks Path” was of significant historical interest and it was intending to ask the BBC TV “Time Watch” team to consider including it in a future programme.(viii) The Council were asked to consider what form the Golden Jubilee celebrations should take. The first thought of all was that it should be a Village function that would include everyone. (ix)The Clerk was advised of the grid reference for the bridge in Hay lane that requires work carrying out on it. (OS sheet 95 G/R 979597). (x) Mrs Dixon was present at the meeting and the Chairman invited her to address the Council about her book. She said she was compiling a book about Poulshot in the 20th century. She had applied for grant aid but it would be about 3 months before that was forthcoming. She was hopeful, however, that the grant would be made and that the book would be ready for “launch” in the Village on 16th June 2002. The Chairman wished Mrs Dixon good wishes for her efforts. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:35 p.m.
