Minutes of the Poulshot Parish Council meeting held in the Village Hall on Tuesday 15th January 2002 at 7:30 p.m. 
Present. Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aldridge, Mr Bissett, Mr Baber, Mr Collett, Mr Hunloke and Mr Nixon. Mr K Gray, Kennet District Councillor and 3 members of the public were also present. 
Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr Quinn. 
Matters arising (a) The Clerk stated that he had not yet been able to check on the availability of a skip but would do so soon. 
(b) 50 mph suggestion for the Caen hill road. Councillor Gray addressed the Council and stated that he had had some correspondence with Wiltshire County Council by ‘E’ mail on this matter but that the reply was not very favourable, he said. The reply stated the road expenditure is based is based in part on casualties and that the County were required to reduce road traffic casualties by 30% by the year 2000. In fact wiltshires record was better than that, having reduced the accident rate by 50%. Less accidents meant less money. The Chairman stated that in some circumstances there could be a blind spot at the junction and that the central refuge was extremely small. Mr Gray continued that Wiltshire County Council seemed very stubborn about moving the debate along and seeming content to await the outcome of the inquest to be held on the latest victim. 
(c) Village ponds. It was stated that Mr Plank had begun clearing his pond and had in fact been offered grant to carry out the work. The pond at Cleverley’s corner was not quite so easy as it was not obvious what was required. The Chairman suggested that a small group meet at the pond in the morning to review the work required. This was agreed. Mrs Aidridge, Mr Hues, Mr Nixon, Mr Baber and Mr Hunloke to attend. 
(d) Bus shelters. This matter was now closed but the councillors did feel vindicated in their decision after hearing that some children in the towns have to walk a lot farther to school than the village children have to walk to a bus stop. (e) Monks path. Mrs Dixon was asked about progress in this matter and she stated that there was still some doubt about the exact route of the path but the the Devizes Museum was being consulted in order to gain more information. (f) Mrs Dixon also stated that she had been given a £3000:00 grant and her book would definitely be published and launched in mid June. 
(g) Protection of the Green. The clerk was still hopeful that a member of the County solicitors department could attend a Parish Council meeting. He would try to arrange this for a future meeting. 
Plans for consideration. There were no plans for consideration. 
Golden Jubilee celebrations. It was stated that plans were being formed for a Village party but no arrangements had been finalized. The Village Fete may be moved to link with the celebrations and it was possible that monday would be chosen as the best date for the event. A committee meeting of all interested parties would be held on Tuesday 12th February at 7:30 and it was hoped that all Village organisations would be represented. Mrs Dixon stated that the Village Trust would be organising a Village walk. 
Precept It was decided to again precept for £3000:00. The Parish Council had no major expenses planned and this amount would be sufficient for running costs and still leave a little 
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in reserve for emergencies. Mr Nixon proposed the motion and Mr Bissett seconded that £3000:00 be the precept. This was carried. 
Audit date. The Clerk announced that the Audit date for the year ending 31st March 2001 would be he 28th January 2002 with the clerk attending for debrief on 8th February 2002. 
Accounts payable There were two accounts payable: Wesse 
Water £13:35 
Collett Bros. £80:00 (notice board fixing) 
Code of Conduct. The clerk introduced the model Code of Conduct which the Parish Council will be expected to adopt by 5th May 2002. It was a lengthy document and required to be studied by Councillors in their own time. The Clerk said he would provide individual copies to read at their leisure. This topic will be brought up again at the next meeting. 
Any Other Business. (i) It was again stated that Poulshot had not had a skip allotment this year and the Clerk stated that he would follow up the provision of a skip to be delivered as soon as possible. The Councillors debated whether it would be worth hiring a skip if none were forthcoming and decided against this action on a show of hands. 
(ii) SPLASH, A letter was received from SPLASH again requesting a contribution towards the childrens summer activities. It was again suggested that Poulshot donate £50:0O to this worthy cause and a cheque signed. 
(iii) It was stated that the road at the end of Corn Close was becoming very muddy and dangerous as a result of the building work in the plot adjacent to Mr Scamells garden. It was decided that the Sub. committee meeting at the pond would also look at the state of the road and decide on any action then. 
Before the meeting closed the Chairman asked Councillor Gray if he would like to address the Council. Councillor Gray then outlined the way the District Council was being re-organised. He said the Committee structure was being changed and in respect of planning applications delegated powers were being vastly increased for professional officers and the planning committee would only get involved if three or more complaints were received. 
Expenditure: Kennet District Council had one of the lowest rates in the country but money was still going to be very tight. The Community charge may have to be increased, he said, and listed building grants may go. On a brighter not he stated that the County record office may be coming to Devises but it would depend on a lottery grant being made. Devizes was, however, the only candidate for the project. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:30p.m.
