Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 16 February 1999 in the Village Hall Poulshot. 
1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mssrs T Bissett and M Wilson. There were two members of the public present. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matters arising, a. Millenium project. This would be dealt with under a separate minute. (b.) Rubbish collections. The Clerk outlined Kennet district Councils policy on rubbish collection and stated that it would not, in the foreseeable future, be the district councils intention to provide “wheely binsu for householders. It was possible, however, that a new recycling depot may be opened nearer to Devizes in the future. 
4. Plans for approi. There were no plans for approval. 
5. Millenium project. Mr M Nixon stated that the Village Hall Committee were very grateful for the offer of a grant towards the cost of improvements in the Village hall. He said the kitchen, lighting and Ladies toilets were all being improved as well as many other smaller areas. All quotes were not yet in but the total cost should be around £5000:OO. Completion date was hopefully going to be late spring or early summer. 
6. Childrens play area. A well attended Parish Meeting was held last week at which a working party had been formed. The first meeting would be tonight. 
7. Adoption of standing orders. More time was needed to circulate the original document. 
8. Accounts payable.(a.) Audit fee. a letter was read regarding the increase in fees for the annual Audit and the Council felt that the fees were not justified and asked the Clerk to write to the District Auditor in that vein. (b.) A letter was read from the Parochial Church Council asking for a grant towards a small book which was being published, in support of the Millenium. It was decided to grant £400:OO towards this project and the cheque was signed. 
9. other business. (a.) The Chairman made a statement about travellers. He said that it was only possible to move them forcibly with a County Court order and this could take three months. It was much better to adopt the “softly softly” approach and hope they go away in a reasonable time scale. All these people know their rights, he said, so it is no good getting tough!. The Chairman was hoping to attend a meeting soon with the local MP on this matter. (b.) The Clerk stated that the Green Gardens let was approaching and he asked if he should advertise in the parish magazine as last year. Approval was so given. (c.) Mr Collett asked if the chestnut trees on the Village green could have the lower branches lopped off the prevent damage and injuries by climbing. It was generally felt that this was a good idea and Mr Collett would pass the message back. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:25 p.m
