Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held in the Parish Hall Poulshot on Tuesday 16th January 2001 at 7:30 p.m. 
Present. Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs S Aidridge, Mr Baber. Mr Bissett, Mr Hunloke and Mr Nixon. Six members of the public were also present. 
1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr Collett. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated. were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matter arising. (i) The Clerk advised the Council of Kennet District Council’s arrangements for provision of sandbags in the future. The idea is that it is hoped that someone with a little storage space could store an emergency supply of perhaps 150 sandbags to be used as a first response to any threat of flooding. The Councillors agreed to investigate the availability of such a storage area. (ii) Ditch in Church lane. The Chairman said that he had investigated the possible clearing of the ditch but it appeared that the rubble was a deliberate effort to fill in the ditch rather than just an episode of “fly tipping”. In the circumstances it was felt that this was a matter for the adjacent landowner, Mrs M.G. Young, to resolve with Wiltshire County Council. (iii) The new noticeboard was now in the hands of Mr Collett, who would be erecting it soon. 
4. Retrospective yjçi. The Clerk stated that he would bring details of the retrospective payments to be approved to the next Parish Council meeting. 
5. Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
6. Play Area. Mrs Perrett was asked to bring the Council up to date with plans for the play area. She Stated that she had received a quotation of £4700.00 and that would be held until April. Mrs Perrett also stated that she had 12 applications in for grant aid towards the scheme but it was not yet known how much money would be forthcoming from those applications, it was also confirmed that it would be necessary to have a dog proof fence with a gate. 
7. Accounts pyable. There was one account payable:John 
Quinn, Village magazine subsidy £3O3:5lp 
SPLASH £75:00 (see item 8(iii)) 
The Clerk asked the Council to consider its precept for the next financial year. It was decided, after some discussion, to keep the precept next year down to £3000:00. The Clerk was asked to submit a request for this amount. 
8. Any other business. (i) It was stated that the railings around the pond at Stuart Planks property were in a very poor state and needed straightening and painting. The Clerk was asked to write to Wiltshire County Council requesting some action. (ii) The Clerk stated that the bridge beyond Townsend Farm on the road to Worton was had been examined and that there were no plans to upgrade the bridge for use by the bigger lorries. (iii) A :letter was received from SPLASH requested support again this year. It was proposed by T Bissett and seconded by Mrs S Aidridge that £75:00 be granted. This proposal was camed unanimously 
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and a cheque signed. civ) travellers. The Chairman stated that there was very little could be done to remove travellers, unless they were seen to be breaking the law. Broughton Gifford Parish Council had recently had some dealings in this matter and the Chairman offered to bring Mr Paul Wiltshire to the next meeting to advise the Parish Council. (v) Mrs Jean Perrett asked if she could site a grit bin outside her garden to make grit available during icy conditions on the dangerous corner. This was agreed unanimously.
