Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 16’ September 2003 in the Parish Hall Poulshot. 
Members present: Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Baber and Mr Collett. 2 Members of the public were also present. 
1. Apologies: Apologies were received from Mr Hun loke, Mr Dyke, Mr Nixon and Mrs Carr. Kennet District Councillor 
2. Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and confirmed. 
3. Matters arising: (i) The Chairman stated that the grass had not been cut since the last meeting. (ii) It was confirmed that motor vehicles were not allowed on the lanes. (iii) The Chairman stated that he had looked into the possibility of laying a concrete mesh around the car park in order to extend and protect the parking area but stated that he did not think it was a very good idea. We should protect what we have, he said, and carry out regular maintenance by filling n the potholes etc. Mr Collett felt that the edge appears to be breaking up where it joins the road. It was decided that the Chairman should approach Mr Gordon Brown with a view to estimating repairs. It was agreed that if the job could be done for £500:00 then Mr Brown should be given the go ahead while the weather was still favourable. 
4. Green Gardens. (i) The Village Trust had received a grant from the forestry Commission of300O:0O to be paid over the next ten years. The reason for this is that the grant is to include maintenance of the trees as well as preparation and planting. (ii) A further grant had been requested from the National Tree Foundation. (iii) It was stated that tree planting would take place from 24 November onwards. (iv) The Clerk was asked to check the Parish Council’s Public Liability cover to see if it would cover the tree planting event. (v) At this stage Mr Hues thanked Mrs Dixon for all her hard work in the project so far. (vi) It was stated that the Green Gardens hedge would require trimming before planting takes place. Mr Hues agreed to see if Mr Franklin would sort it out. (vii) Mr Hawkins was the only current allotment holder and he would move his plot to the side of the Green Gardens. (viii) The Parish Council agreed to rent the Green Gardens to the Village Trust for a rent of £1 00:00 per annum. 
5. Plans for consideration. There were no plans for consideration. 
6. Presentation of unaudited accounts. The unaudited accounts were presented to the 
Parish Council with appropriate explanations where necessary by the Clerk. The 
Accounts were approved by the Council. They would now be sent to the internal Auditor 
for approval before being sent to the external auditor. 
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7. Accounts payable. There were two accounts payable: (i 
Clerks ‘/2 years salary plus expenses £2 12:25 
(ii) Inland Revenue, PAYE £100:OO 
Both accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
8 Any other Business. (i) The Parish Council had had several complaints about the letting policy of Sarsen Housing Association since two “difficult” tenants had been placed in houses in the Village. One of these tenants required 24 hour nursing and was felt to be a danger, not only to himself but also to others, particularly children, in the Village. The Chairman stated that it was up to the parishioners themselves to write to Sarsen Housing association expressing their feelings as the Parish Council had very little influence in this matter. (ii) The clerk stated that he had recently been having trouble with his word processor and felt that it may not be repairable. He was advised to seek the advice of Mr Wilson who was very well versed in computer technology. (iii) A letter was read stating that Kennet District Council was scrapping its “Free Skip” scheme and invited Parishes to bid for a grant to help with cleaning the parish. It was decide to request a grant of6OO:OO. (iv) The Clerk stated the it was nearly time to start thinking about next year’s precept. The Precept had been £3000:OO for several years now but this was barely enough to cover expenses let alone take account of emergencies. The Precept would have to be decided at the next meeting. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 20:30. 
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
