MINUTES of the PARISH COUNCIL MEETING held on TUESDAY 17th SEPTEMBER 2002 atT 7:30 p.m. in the VILLAGE HALL POULSHOT 
Present. Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Baber, Mr Bissett. Mr Collett,Mr Hunloke and Mr Nixon, Vice Chairman, and two members of the public. 
Apologies. Apologies were received from Councillor Gray, Kennet District Council. 
Minutes. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and passed. 
Matters arising (i) Mr Nixon stated that the weather had not been suitable to clear the pond at “Cleverleys Corner”. He would get the job done when the weather improves. (ii) It was stated that the Houses built in Scammels garden were still having problems with the drains but that they were being sorted out. (iii) The Council were concerned that Mr Slack had still not been able to visit the Parish Council but the Clerk stated that he had again been formally invited to the next meeting. (iv) It was stated that the Book, Down Poulshot, was still selling well. (v) Request to the Charity Commission to convert the Green Gardens to a Garden. Some discussion took place during which the Clerk felt that his position was becoming untenable and allowed the Council to discuss the matter further in his absence. After a short discussion the Chairman asked the clerk to resume his position and the Clerk agreed. At this point the Clerk stated that he would again write to the Charity Commissioners with an amended proposal and hope that this would meet with the Commissions approval. 
Point of Order: At this point Mr Nixon asked for clarification on what was proper to be discussed outside the Council with third parties. The Clerk offered to obtain advice on this from Kennet District Council. 
(vi) Mr Nixon stated that the Parish Lengthsman would be coming to the Village on the 9th and 10th of October. If anyone knew of any work needed to contact him. (vii) Mr Hues stated that the grass had been cut twice this year and he felt that a third cut would not be necessary. 
Plans for Approval. There was one set of plans for approval, for the erection of a cattle and fodder shed at Marsh Furlong. The Parish Council wished to make the following comments:- The Parish Council wish to object to the attached plans on a number of grounds. 
(i) The field has not been farmed by the owner for a long time as the grass keep has been let for the last 22 years to another local farmer. 
(ii) It is thought that it would be impractical for the owner to farm this field in the proposed manner living so far from the site, and the Parish Council feel that this may just be a justification for the further planning application in the future for a house on site. This would then lead to further unwanted developments and the site borders the Poulshot conservation area. 
(iii) Such a large cattle unit in this area would lead to many environmental hazards of noise, pollution, smells and flies, all close to a new low cost housing development where many children live. 
(iv) There is not electricity or water on the site and this would all have to be supplied. 
(v) Many of the local residents have already made representations to the Parish Council stating that they feel that this development should not go ahead. 
Clerks note: The plans were returned to the Parish Council after amendment aiid the following was added: Gp3/Min03 1 

New comments. The new access does not address the original concerns about the operty or use and is thought to be too narrow for modem farm machinery. The new access is also subject to dispute with a neighbour. 
Annual accounts. The annual accounts were presented to the Council and, subject to audit, showed the council in a sound fmancial state. The Clerk stated that the accounts were to go to audit in the next week to an external auditor appointed by the district auditor. He also stated that one of the requirements for the new auditing regime was for the Council to appoint an internal auditor. The Clerk stated that this would cost the Council more money as he thought the internal auditor would require a fee. The Clerk to look into the possibility of finding an internal auditor who was prepared to do the work.
