Minutes of the Poulshot Parish Council held on Tuesday 19th September 2000 in the Parish Hall Poushot at 7:30 p.m. 
Before the meeting opened the Chairman asked that, as a mark of respect for the late Councillor Vivienne James, those present should stand in silence for one minute. After the respectful silence the Chairman stated that Mrs James had been a popular and tireless worker on the Parish Council and that it had been a privilege to have known her. 
1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr T Bissett and Nr J Baber. Present were Mr Hues (Chairman), Mr Collett, Mr Hunloke, Mr Nixon and 14 Members of the public. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting were read and approved. 
3. Matters arising. (i) It was decided to deal with the play area during a later part of the meeting. ii) The new noticeboard had been made and Mr Bissett was waiting for final approval of location before arranging to have the noticeboard erected. It was agreed that the Raven was still the best site fore the noticeboard and that the old noticeboard should be refurbished and fixed at the Village Hall. (iii) It was stated that the paintings of old Poulshot, recently auctioned at Sotherby’s, had fetched well over the anticipated price and at £10,000 :00 had been well over the limit available to the village trust. 
4. Co-option of Councijj. The Clerk briefly outlined the procedure for co-opting a 
Councillor. The Chairman the asked for nominations. Mr Nixon proposed and Nr Collett 
seconded that Mrs Susan Aldridge be co-opted. There were no other nominations and all 
Councillors were in favour. Mrs Aldridge was therefore co-opted. 
5. Emergency exercise. The Councillors were reminded that the next meeting would be held at 7:00p.m. and that the meeting would be followed by an Emergency planning exercise. 
6. Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
At this stage the Chairman opened the meeting to the public in order to fully explore the latest plans for a play area. 
Mrs Jean Perrett was then invited to address the meeting. Mrs Perreit showed the meeting some plans for a small play scheme to be built in the “playground” at the Village Hall. This was a more modest scheme than the others as it was aimed purely at the under fives. The Plan had been costed at about £4,500:00 but would be guaranteed for 5 years but should last for 20. Mrs Perrett stated that a scheme such as this could enhance the amenities at the Village hail. Some reservations were heard about durability and noise during meetings as well as supervision of children using the area. It was not thought that this would be a problem as the equipment was only suitable for under 5 years old children. The Chairman stated that he thought this smaller scheme was better and one he would be happier with. Mr A Baber stated that he thought vandalism may be a problem. Mr Colleti stated that 4 other local councils had play areas and had had no problems. Mr Elunloke expressed doubts as to the durability of the equipment but Mrs Perrett assured the meeting that all the materials met strict guide lines. The Chairman then proposed that this scheme he adopted. A vote was taken and proved 3-1 in favour. It was decided to go ahead with the scheme in the summer of 2001. 
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7. Green Gardens. The Clerk stated that he had been unable to collect Green Garden rents recently due other personal and work commitments and asked for guidance from the Parish Council. The Councillors were unanimous that the clerk should attempt to collect all rents owed. 
8. Accounts payable. There were 5 accounts payable: Dav 
Hood (clearance of trees on Green) £600 :00 
Dave Lovelock (noticeboard) £380 :00 
CR Sibley (Clerks 1/2 years salary) £ 150:00 
MP Hues (grass cutting) £376:00 
Wessex Water £1:71 
All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
9. Any other buincss. (i) It was stated that the ditch in Church Lane had been blocked by dumped rubble. It was decided to get a skip in the lane and use self help to clear the ditch. (ii) Mr Hues said that he would like to apologise for the cones which mysteriously appeared on the bend near his house. The County Council had placed them there to try to improve road safety, but that it hadn’t worked and so they were removed again. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:30p.m.
