Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 20th January 2004 in the Parish Hall Poulshot. 
Members present: Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Baber and Mr Collett, Mr 
Hunloke and Mr Nixon. 
Mrs T Carr, KDC, was also present. 
1. Apologies: Apologies were received from Mr Dyke. The Clerk also sent his apologies as he was unavoidably detained in hospital. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting: The last meeting of the Parish Council was cancelled due to the lack of a quorum. 
3. Matters arising: As the last meeting was cancelled at the last minute there were no matters arising, instead the Chairman addressed the Councillors and reminded them of their responsibilities to the Parishioners and the other Councillors and to make every effort to attend meetings or pass their apologies as soon as possible. 
4. Green Gardens. It was reported that the trees had all been planted now and that three small gates would be fitted in the surrounding hedgerow. Two of the gates to replace the styles in place at present and one next to the main large gate. These gates were all being supplied and fitted by the Village Trust. 
5. Plans for consideration. An application had been received from Mr K Day of No 41 The Green, Poulshot to access the track which passes his property. This was approved by all Councillors. 
6. Precept. The Council confirmed its intention to precept for £3500:00 this year, an increase of £500:00. This was required to make provision for new equipment and other expenses. 
7. Accounts payable. There were three accounts payable: (1 
Brown Excavations Ltd (Car park resurfacing) £458:25 
(ii) BTCV (Pond clearance) £ 152:75 
(iii) Poulshot Ladies Club (Over 60’s lunch) £200:00 
All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
8 Any other Business. (i) It was stated that the behaviour of the resident of the bungalow next to Poulshot Road and opposite The Raven appeared to be coming more desperate as the noise levels within the property had increased considerably and could be heard across the road. The Councillors questioned who owned the property and Mrs Carr offered to find out. There was also concern that, as the adjoining property will soon be vacant, other similar tenants would be found for that property also. The Chairman stated that the Clerk had written to all adjacent properties offering to assist with representations to Sarsen 
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Housing association, but only one reply had been received. (ii) It was stated that there had been yet another accident at the church bend. This is the 22d accident here in the last 2 years and the Parish Council was concerned that nothing was being done to improve the situation. The Chairman offered to see Mr Amor of WCC on this matter and an outstanding matter in Barley Hill Lane. (iii) It was suggested that the WCC rights of way officer be contacted with a view to getting the bridleways in the village properly signed. (iv) It was stated that the sewage system in the village had now been improved. (v) The goal posts on the Village Green were in need of replacement and after much discussion it was decided that new posts be erected % size and of tubular steel material. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 20:15
