Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held in the Parish Hall_Pouishot on Tuesday 24 Novewmber 1998 at 7:30 p.im 
I. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr M. Wilson. 
There were three members of the public present. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. The Minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated,were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matters arising. (OCrime. Since Poulshot had had its first robbery for some time all residents were advised of the need for vigilance. 
(ii) Play Area. Once again the request for a play area in the Village was raised and there was some discussion about the correct way fonvard. It was eventually to hold a Parish meeting to discuss the matter more fully and invite Mrs Jackie Nicholas along to give advice and assistance. The Clerk was to offer Mrs Nicholas a choice of 2 dates when the meeting could be held in February and hope the she would be able to attend. The Clerk was to stress to Mrs Nicholas that no decision had yet been made about the need or viability of any such play area. (iii) It was stated that the kerbs on the Village Green car park had still to be done and Mr Collett would see to it. 
4, Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
5. Millenium Project. The Clerk explained that the District Auditor had advised him that it was not possible to support the Church Bells Project as this area of expenditure only came within the Section 137 limits. The Church Warden was present at the meeting and confirmed the it may, anyway, not be able complete the fund raising until about 2010. After some discussion it was decided to support the refurbishment of the Village Hall as the millenium project. The Clerk was asked to liaise with the Village Hall committee after first seeking the guidance of the District Auditor. 
6. Internal Auditor. The clerk suggested that appoint an internal auditor to oversee the book keeping of the Clerk. Mr Tim Bissett was willing to carry out the duties and was appointed. 
7. Adoption of Standing Orders. The Clerk advised the Parish Council that it was preferable that the Council have Standing Orders. A booklet showing model standing orders was passed to the Counciliors for their perusal and report to the next meeting. 
8. Accounts Payable. There were 3 accounts for approval:

Later a fourth account was approved under Any Other Business:Lady 
K Hunloke (Old folks party) £150 : 00 
All accounts were approved and passed. 
9. Any other business. a. The Chairman thanked the Village for presenting the village so well for the Best Kept Village competition and1congratulated them on theft success. It was 
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nice to see the plaque on the wall, he said, and he hoped it would remain there next year. b. It was stated that the old shed had been removed from the Green Gardens. 
c. The Clerk said that he had had a thank you note from Alesse Tinne thanking the Council for the Book Token. 
d. It was stated that Lady Kate Hunloke was once again arranging an Old Folks Xmas Party and it was suggested that the Parish Council once again support this. It was proposed by Mrs V James and seconded by Mr T Bissett that £ 150:00 be granted towards the costs. All were in favour and the proposal carried. A cheque was signed for £150:00. 
e. The Chairman stated that he had been to a meeting to discuss the use of farm and Common land by “weekend 4 wheel drivers”. He stated that legislation was very difficult but that use by these vehicles should be discouraged where possible as a lot of damage was being done by them. 
f. The Clerk stated that he had had a recent letter from Kennet District Council requesting the precept figure for next year. After some discussion it was decided to precept for the same amount as last year (3000 : 00). 
g. The Council were asked if there was any possibility of the District Council providing “Wheely Bins”. The Clerk stated that he would enquire about this and about the provision of stronger, animal proof, bags for country areas. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 20:37.
