MiNUTES OF THE POULSHOT PARiSH COUNCIL MEETING HELD IN THE VILL POULSHOT ON TUESDAY 25th FEBRUARY 2003 at 7:30p.m. 
Present Mr Hues,Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Baber, Mr Bissett, Mr Collett and Mr Nixon. Two members of the public were also present. 
Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr Hunloke. 
Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting were taken as read and approved. 
Matters arising. (i) The Chairman stated that the Village book was still selling well. (ii) The Clerk read a letter from County Hall regarding the meeting about the Village Greens. 
Unfortunately none of the Parish Councillors were available to attend. (iii) The Chairman stated that the flooding in Barley Hill Lane had been somewhat alleviated after Sarsen 
Housing Association had sent workmen down to dig the drain out. (iv) It was stated that the sewage drainage was still a problem in the village. The Piping was substantial enough but the joints were not good. It was stated that until the water table subsides there was not much that could be done. The pipe had been filmed to identify the weak spots but there was still a lot to be done and it was thought that the pumping station was not up to the job as no improvements had been made for 30 years. (v) It was stated that the chevrons had still not been replaced at Townsend. (vi) The Chairman stated that Mr Scammell was still prepared to provide the Village welcome packs as long as he was advised of the newcomers. (vii) It was stated that the Village did not seem to have had its allocation of skips this year and the Clerk was asked to clarify this with Kennet District Council. 
Green Gardens. Due to the difficulty over the last few years to rent the Green Gardens the Parish Council decided to offer to rent the Gardens to the Village Trust on a long term let in order for the Trust to foster the regeneration of native trees and shrubs which have become rare locally due to the effects of disease and other hazards. It was proposed by Mr Nixon and seconded by Mr Collett that the Village trust take a long let of the Green Gardens at an annual rent of L100:00. All in favour. Motion passed. 
There were two plans for approval. Plans for a proposed extension at 21 Poulshot Road and for Pollarding trees at St Peters’ Churchyard were viewed by the Council and no objections were raised.

All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
Any other Business. (a) Mr Bissett stated that the cricket club were having problems 
recruiting players this year and would not be playing any home matches on the village Green. 
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As a consequence the Green would not be maintained by the cricket club as in previous years. The square would still be maintained, however in case the player situation improved during the year. The Council expressed its concern at the decision by the club but understood the reasons for it. 
Mr Hues offered to cut the grass a couple of times to keep the green tidy. 
(b) It was stated that the street light was not working in the playground. 
(C) There were still concerns at the level of cleaning in Mill Lane after the muck spreading activities. The Chairman stated that he had heard about the mess and had seen that the contractors had made an effort to clean up but that it was not very good. It was felt that there was not a lot more that could be done about it. 
(d) Mrs Dixon thanked the Parish Council for again ensuring that the Village pond was maintained but asked if the debris that was removed from the pond could be cleared before the grass started to grow. Mr Hues offered to see that it was donQ th near future.
