MINUTES of the PARISH COUNCIL MEETING held on MONDAY 2nd DECEMBER 2002 at 7:30 p.m. in the VILLAGE HALL POULSHOT 
Present. Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Baber, Mr Collett, Mr Hunloke and Mr Nixon, Vice Chairman. Two members of the public were also present. 
Apologies. Apologies were received from Councillor Gray, Kennet District Council and Mr Bissett. 
Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the meeting held on 17th September 2002, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
Matters arising. (a) It was stated that the book about the Village was still selling well but copies were still available. (b) A letter was read from Mr Slack, Wiltshire County Council, who stated that he was arranging a Seminar about Village Greens and Common Land and that Poulshot would be invited to send two representatives. (c) The Clerk read a letter from the Charity Commissioners stating that the the Commission was happy that the Parish Council would now be actively seeking a long term let for the Green Gardens. (d) The Clerk outlined the Councillors responsibilities in maintaining confidentiality. Basically the only only business which needed to be kept confidential was where tenders or other similar business was involved. (e) The Council were still unhappy that the plans for the cattle unit at Marsh Furlong was still going ahead. (f) It was stated that there was still a problem with flooding in Barley Hill lane during heavy downpours, mainly because of blocked ditches. Sarsen Housing are due to attempt to see if a drain can be found next week. The Chairman stated that the problem seems to have arisen because some house holders piped the ditch before filling it in while others did not. 
Green Gardens. This had already been mentioned above with the letter from the Charity Commissioners. It was decided discuss this further at the next meeting. It was stated, however, that the Village Trust would be meeting in January and discussing their proposals. 
Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
Accounts payable. Accounts were payable to:ME 
and MD Nixon,Pond clearance. £425 :00 
Kate Hunloke, Seniors Xmas Lunch £200:00 
The payment to ME and MD Nixon was duly approved and the cheque signed. 
Note: The grant for the Seniors Xmas lunch was voted under any other business and the cheque duly signed. 
Any other business. (i) There was concern that the drainage system in the Village was inadequate. It was stated that the system was small but that it does cope, tip to a point. With the new properties being built a bigger strain is now being placed on the system. Some work is being carried out but there is no information from Wessex Water about the enhancement of the system. (ii) The Clerk stated that It would be necessary to decide on the precept for next year as there would be no meeting again before the request was due to be made. It was decided to maintain the precept, as the previous year, at £3000:00. (iii) Mr Hunloke asked, on behalf of the Parochial Church Council if a finger post could be erected indicating the way to 
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the Parish Church. The Parochial Church Council were prepared to finance the project, he said. All coundillors were in favour and Mr Hunloke thanked the Council on behalf of the PCC. (iv) It was stated that the skip booked for November had no arrived. The Clerk to check the bookings. (v) It was thought that there was a road signal missing at Townsend. Mrs Tadhunter would check and advise the council. (vi) It was stated that the Village welcome pack used to be provided by the late Mrs Scammell but it was not known who had taken this task over. (vii) A letter was read from Lady Kate Hunloke requesting a gran, as last year towards the annual seniors Christmas Lunch. It was proposed by Mr Nixon and seconded by Mrs Aidridge that the sum of £200:OO be granted. All councillors were in favour and the cheque signed. (This item is included in “Accounts payable” above. Clerk). (viii) Some members of the Council questioned wether it was value for money to be paying for WALC membership. The Clerk stated that there was advice and help always available and membership gave access to a national source of information. The WALC would also be very helpful if any legal problems arose. The Clerk advised the council against a hasty decision to leave the association. Just because we hadn’t had use of some of the services in the past doesn’t mean we won’t need them in the future. The Council agreed to continue membership. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:08 p.m.
