Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 2nd October 2001 at 7:30p.m. in the Village Hall Poulshot. 
Present. Mr M Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Bissett, Mr Baber and Mr Collett. Mr Gray Kennet District Councillor and 3 members of the public were also present. 
1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr Hunloke, Mr Nixon and Mr Quinn. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting, the minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matters arising. Although there was a separate minute regarding the Play area it was decided to deal with it at this stage:- (i) Play area. The play area had now been completed and was due to be opened officially on Saturday 6th October 2001. Mr Collect reported that the fencing still had to be erected but that that would be done as soon as some repairs had been carried out to the existing fence. The Gate will as be made to self close. It was suggested that a litter bin should also be provided and the Clerk was asked to investigate sourceing the item. Possibly from Kennet District Council. Mrs Perrett stated that the Toddlers group would be providing a bench in the playground and the appropriate dedication plaques. 
The Parish Council then considered the appropriate insurance details for the play area. It was decided to increase the Parish Council Insurance cover to include the play equipment. The Clerk to arrange this. 
(ii)The Best Kept Village results were announced. Poulshot being 6th out of 9 Villages. (iii) It was stated that the Lengthsmen had visited the village again and had painted some railings but there were more to be done and it was hoped that they would return again this month. (iv) the Clerk stated that he was making slow progress in the matter of the accident in the Green Gardens hedge. The name and address and insurance details of the driver were known but that the Insurance company had not replied to the Clerks letter. The Clerk to pass the matter to the Council insurers for them to pursue. 
4. Plans for approval. One set of plans were available for a pair of large houses in John Scammells garden. The Council had no objection in principle but felt that:- “Due to the proximity of a neighbouring property with an overlooking window that the house on plot I should be moved back slightly”. 
5. iyea. See item 1 in matters arising. 
6. Villagçreen-Protection. The Clerk stated that he had had communication with Wiltshire County Council and DEFRA and it was pointed out that the conditions which Broughton Gifford had enacted did not apply to Poulshot as our Common land areas were designated as a Village Green and therefore were protected under existing legislation. The Chairman stated that it would be helpful if a member of the WCC legal department could visit the Parish Council and offer some guidance as to the Council’s position in this matter. 
7. Accountspayabic. There were two accounts payable: (i 
Wicksteed Leisure (play area) £5897:32 
(ii)WALC (membership fees) £72:19 
Note: Also see Minute 8 item (iii). 
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8. Any other business.(i) It was stated that the Parish had been entitled to 2 skips again this year. The second to be delivered in the second week of November. 
(ii) Regarding sandbags. It appears that no-one was interested in storing a supply of filled sandbags and so the matter was dropped. 
(iii) On behalf of the Cricket Club Mr Bissett stated that it would be appreciated if the Parish Council would consider making a donation to the expense of cutting the Village Green. The Parish Council was unanimous in its support for the way the Cricket Club keep the Village Green and had no hesitation in supporting a donation. 
It was proposed by Mr Baber and seconded by Mr Collett that a donation of £200:00 be made to the Club. This proposal was approved by 3 votes to 1 and the cheque was duly signed. (iv)It was stated that a recent tragic accident at the bottom of Caen Hill had highlighted the need for a 50 MPH speed limit in that area to extend beyond the top of Poulshot Road. With the increase in the traffic flow on that road it is becoming more and more difficult for drivers to safely cross the road when heading for Devizes. 
(v) It was stated that the pond at Planks Dairy was very overgrown and required a complete tidy up. This pond, it is thought is the responsibility of Wiltshire County Council and the Clerk was asked to write to WCC to request the work is carried out. 
(vi)It was also reported that the pond adjacent to Miss Cleverleys house was in need of some work. Mr Hues offered to contact Dave Hood with a view to getting the work done. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 8:35p.m.
