Minutes of the Poulshot Parish Council meeting held in the Village Hall on Tuesday 5th March 2002 at 7:30 p.m. 
Present. Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Collett, Mr Hunloke and Mr Nixon. 2 Members of the public were also present. 
pologic. Apologies were received from Mr Baber. Mr Bissett and Mr Gray. 
Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting , having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
Miers arising. (i) It was stated that at the site meeting held after the last meeting it was agreed that some work was needed to restore the pond at “Cleverley’s” corner. The Chairman would arrange to obtain some quotes for the work involved. (ii) Mrs Dixon was not at the meeting tonight so progress on the “Monks Path” project could not be verified. (iii) it was stated that the Village had had 2 skips recently and both had been filled quickly. The Clerk stated that he had been in touch with kennet District Council who acknowledged that no skips had been provided for Poulshot this year and that these two skips were free. (iv) The mud emanating from the building site in Corn Close still seemed to be a problem although on fine days the nuisance was minimal. The Council were of the opinion that the developers were not cleaning the area as well as they should, especially in inclement weather, and the Clerk was asked to write to the Police asking them to monitor the situation in wet weather. There was also a problem of the delivery vehicles leaving materials on the common land adjacent to The Raven. The Chairman would visit the site and speak to the site foreman. 
Code of Conduct. The Councillors had all had copies of the Model Code of Conduct and some strong feelings were expressed about the meanings of some of the clauses. Mr Hunloke felt that it was unreasonable for Councillors to have to disclose gifts of over £25 :00 from their wives or that they had had a convivial evening meal out with friends at their expense. The Chairman thought that the scenarios mentioned would not come within the scope of the Code but it was difficult to see where the line was drawn. The Clerk was asked to write to Kennet District Council seeking clarification. The Clerk also stated that he had had some advice from the solicitors department at Kennet District Council that the Code of Conduct should not be adopted yet as there may be more information regarding the Code still to come. 
Plans for Approval. (i) There were plans for a small shed on the site of “James” wood for Mr Wilson to keep equipment for woodland management on site. These were approved. A letter was also read from Mr Wilson asking if the Parish Council could assist him in a dispute with his neighbour, Mr Sault, over access to Mr Sault’s property. The Council felt that this was a matter for Mr Wilson and his solicitor to sort out and not something with which the Parish Council could get involved with. 
(ii) A letter was received from the Poulshot Nurseries asking for the opinion of the Parish Council regarding the replacing of an old caravan with a bungalow for the site manager. The Council felt that a small bungalow would be better than the old caravan and would reflect the successful nature of the business. 
Golden Jubilee celebrations. It was stated that the arrangements were now well in hand for the forthcoming jubilee celebrations with several items being planned. It was stated that the 
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estimated cost of the project would be about £400:OO and a request was made for the Parish Council to support this venture. Mr Nixon stated that as this was a once in a lifetime event he thought the Parish Council should pay the full £400:OO. Mr Hunloke seconded the proposal and the Council were unanimously in favour. The check would be signed later. 
Audit debrief. The clerk reported on the Audit debrief and read the detailed comments of the Auditor and the actions required. The Council approved the audit and the Chairman signed the appropriate certificate. 
Accounts payable. There were 4 accounts payable: (i

(iv)Poulshot Village Hall, Grant. £400:00 
All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
Any other business. (i) The Parish magazine editor, Mr John Quinn, announced his intention to resign as editor in June. He believes that someone else should take over the reigns as he had been compiling the magazine since it started bout seven years ago. About 200 copies of the magazine are produced and distributed every month. The Chairman said that the Village owed a big debt of gratitude to Mr and Mrs Quinn for the magazine. It has been the life blood of the Village, he said, and a great source of information about the whole of the village. (ii) It was stated that the dedication plaque for the play area was warping. Mr Collett offered to sort it out. (iii) The Chairman paid a tribute to Mr Bryan James who was leaving the Village soon. He had played a key role in Village life since moving to Poulshot 24 years ago, he said, and with his late wife, Vivienne, had dedicated much of their time to village and church projects. 
There being no further business the meeting closed at 20:55.
