Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 6th July 2003 In the Parish Hall Poulshot. 
Members present: Mr Hues, Chairman, Mr Nixon, Vice Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Dyke and Mr Collett. Mrs Carr, Kennet District Councillor and 3 Members of the public were also present. 
I. Apologies: Apologies were received from Mr Hunloke and Mr Baber. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and confirmed. 
3. Matters arising: (i) Details of the seminar in Trowbridge about Village Greens had been received and Councillors would take this away to study before the next meeting, where it would be discussed. (ii) Grass Cutting. Mr Hues stated that he had had the Green cut three times so far and he would monitor the situation. A letter had been received from a parishioner suggesting that a team of willing volunteers could be found to cut the grass on a rota system. After some discussion it was thought that this would be very difficult to organise and would possibly end up costing more in damaged machinery as there were so many manholes etc. all over the green. Mr Hues would contact the person concerned and thank him for his suggestions but relay the fears of the Parish Council. (iii) It was stated that the ditches on the green required some digging out and it was hoped that this would get done soon., possibly when Mr Franklin comes again to cut the grass. (iv) Mr Collett stated that he would try to get the goal post erected by the end of July. (v) Some discussion took place about the recent use of bridleways by young motor cyclists. It was stated that there was no law at present to stop the use of motor cycles on bridleways but that the riders had to be fully licensed as for normal road use. (vi) The subject of extending the car par was discussed and it was felt that the width of the car park was adequate at present but that it could be extended rearwards to the fence and gain a lot more parking space. Mrs Carr, KDC, suggested concrete slabs with holes would help to keep the area less urban as grass was encouraged to grow through the holes. It was also thought that a plastic variety of ground strengthener may be available. (vii) Mr Hues stated that he had taken Mr Amor of Wiltshire County Council to see the state of the kerb stones in Barley Hill Lane that had been damaged by the developers. Mr Amor stated that the contractors had flouted many rules and that they would have to make changes and carry out repair work.. 
4. Green Gardens. It was stated that the Village Trust are applying fr grant for the tree planting and are quite hopeful that money will be forthcoming. 
5. Plans for consideration: There was one set of plans, for Mr Ireson for a small extension to his property in Mill Lane. There were no objections to the plans. 
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6. Accounts payable. There were three accounts payable: 1 
Mr A Franklin, Grass cutting £387:75p 
2. Wicksteed Leisure, Playground inspection. £ 35:25p 
3. Kennet District Council, uncontested election fee. £ 35:5Op 
All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
7 Any other Business.. (a) Mr Nixon reported that Mr McClelland of 45 Poulshot Road had complained that his neighbour was planning to erect a 6 foot fence very close to his lounge window and that he felt that this was going to restrict his views and light down the Poulshot Road. He had thought that Sarson Housing were planning to erect the fence on behalf of his neighbour and he had spoken to the housing authority but they said that there was nothing they could do about it. Mr Hues said he would speak to Sarsen about the problem as soon as possible. Mrs Carr also offered to contact Mr McClelland and see if she could solve the problem. (b) Mr Nixon stated that he felt that the Parish Lengthsmen had not been doing a very good job recently and although he had faxed several small jobs to the office not much had been done, although the lengthsmen had definitely been in the village. Mr Nixon said that he would contact Mr K Day to see if anything could be done. (c) The clerk stated that the Parish accounts would need to be audited by an internal auditor before being presented to Mazars. Mr J Dyke offered to have a word with his sister to see if she was happy to carry out the work.. (d) Adiscussion took place about the success the parish magazine had had in a recent competition. Mr Nixon asked if the Parish Council would record a vote of thanks for the hard work carried out first by Mr Quinn and now by Mrs Tadhunter.
