1. Apologies. There were no apologies, all members of the Parish Council being present. 
2. Minutes of the last meetiflg. The Minutes of the last meeting were read and approved. 
3. Matters arising. The matter of the blocked ditch in Church Lane was mentioned and at first it was thought a good idea to arrange a skip for a weekend in the future and organise a working party but the the Chairman asked if the rubble could be cleared with a tractor bucket. It was thought that this was the case and it was then decided to arrange a small working party at a suitable date to clear the ditch. This would be done when the weather was suitable. 4. Auditors_report. The Clerk read the auditors report to the Council and explained the requirements of the Auditors. The Council were satisfied that the audit was completed satisfactorily and the Chairman signed off the appropriate declaration. Retrospective approval accounts would be requested at the next meeting. 
5. Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval. 
6. Play area. Mr Collett explained to the Parish Council that he had been in touch with Keniiet District Council regarding Planning permission for the play area and he had been assured that none was necessary. He also stated that suitable fencing was under consideration but that it was felt that 3 ft high galvanised chain link was a possibility, This he said could be painted if necessary. Mr Hunloke questioned the necessity of wire fencing and Mr Collett stated that it was a requirement that the area be animal proofed but other suggestions would be welcome. Mr Nixon stated that a door would also be required at the side. 
7. çc e. There were three accounts payable.

PAYE (1/2 year payment) £ 37:50 
All accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
8. Any other busiçs. (i) It was stated that KDC had refused to supply sandbags and the Clerk was asked to check the availability of these items to private householders. 
(ii )It was stated that the bridge in Hay Lane was still in a dangerous state and should be repaired or replaced. Enquiries would be made by the Clerk. (iii) It was stated that the Bonfire would be burnt when dry and Mr Nixon asked if a skip could be arranged to clear up the remaining mess. It was agreed that Mr Nixon and the Clerk would arrange a skip at a suitable time. (iv) It was agreed that the new noticeboard would be erected as soon as possible. There being no further business the meeting closed at 7:30 p.m.
