1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Mrs V James, Mr M Wilson, Mr 3 Baber 
and WPC T Fleming. Two members of the public were present. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
3. Matters arising. (i) It was reported that Poulshot had suffered its first robbery for a long time just after the police visit to the previous meeting. Mr Quinn was thanked for his reports in the magazine about crime. (ii) Mr Collett was asked to follow up the proposition to kerb the car park. (iii) Mr Quinn stated that the Church was stifi waiting for the 5 year 
architectural report on the Church building. The inspection was carried out 10 days ago, he said.English Heritage still had to decide on Poulshot’s grant bid, but there was a lot of work to do. The porch must be repaired and the tower strengthened. The total cost may be in the region of 80- 90,000 pounds. It was hoped that English Heritage would decide before the end of this year. (iv) Mr Hues stated that he had had a meeting with Mrs 3 Nicholas and Mrs Perrett and that a decision had been made for a public meeting to be held to decide on the way forward regarding the childrens playground. The Clerk to contact Mrs Nicholas and discuss the principle. Possible sites for the play area would be The Green Gardens or Barley Hill Lane. 
4.Plans for approval. No objections were raised to work on two trees in Mrs Dixons garden. 
5. Millenium grant. This matter had been dealt with under “matters arising”. 
6. Best Kept Village presentation. The Clerk stated that the Chairman of Kennet District Council wished to present the plaque for “Best Village” at a suitable social occasion. It was decided to try to arrange the presentation and the Playground meeting for the same evening. The Clerk stated that it should start about 6:30 in the evening. The fmal arrangements would be made by the Clerk who would liaise with Kennet District Council. 
7. Accounts Payable. There were two Accounts payable:

8. Any other business. Mr Hues stated that he thought the Council should give some thought to the cutting of the Green. He said when Mr Noyes retires next year it would not be possible for him (Mr Hues) to continue cutting the grass. It was stated that the cricket club contract WDS to keep the cricket playing area cut and it may be that a similar contract be awarded for the remainder of the area.
