Minutes of the Parrish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 9th July 2002 at 7:30 p.m. in the Village Hall Poulshot. 
Members present: Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aldridge,Mr Baber, Mr Collett, ‘i4r -ftttikke and 
Mr Nixon. 
Mr K Gray (Kennet District Council br) and 2 members of the public were also present. 
1 .Apologies. Apologies were received from Mr Tim Bissett. 
2.Minutes. The minutes of the Annual Parish Council meeting, held on 7th May 2002, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
3.Matters arising. (i) It was stated that it had been too wet to attempt clearance of Cleverleys pond. This would be done during the drier weather. (ii) The BBC had told the Village Trust that there were many “monks paths” in the country and that the path in Poulshot would not warrant the resources of making a programme about it. (iii) Building site in Corn Close. Thew problem had now all but gone away with the near completion of the new houses. (iv) The Clerk stated that he had had reminders about the Members “Declaration of Interest” and that he invited members to complete these as soon as possible. He would obtain replacements copies for those that may have been mislaid. (v) The Clerk was asked to write to Mr Slack regarding the Legal requirements for the protection of the Village Green, and again request that a member of his staff visit the Parish Council. (vi) Book, Down Poulshot. Mrs Dixon had stated that she hopes to make about £l000:00 profit from her book, Down Poulshot, and she and the Village Trust, would like to use the money to plant trees in the Village. Mr Hues stated that it would be better to plan a scheme properly, and possibly obtain grants if available, than to move too quickly. A properly planned arboretum would be real asset to the Village. Mr Hunloke suggested that advice be sought from the Forestry Officer of Wiltshire County Council. Mr Baber wondered if the status of the Green Gardens could be changed to enable the area to be used for planting trees. The Clerk stated that he thought that the Parish Council had a duty to raise money from the Green gardens in order to fund the Charity for which it was provided. He would contact the Charity Commissioners to clarify the position. It was decided that the matter would be held over to allow further plans to be made. Mrs Dixon offered to have a look at the Charitable document, the Clerk will liaise with her. (vii) Mr Cohen stated that he now had the required fencing and would erect it as soon as possible. (viii) Mr Nixon stated that the Parish Lengthsmen had again visited the village in June and some more jobs had been carried out. (ix) Mr Hues stated he would cut the Village Green grass twice this year. This was approved by the Parish Council. 
4.Code of Conduct. This matter had been dealt with under “Matters arising” item (iv). 
5.Plans for approval. There were no plans for approval 
6.Village footpaths. A letter was received requesting information of the “inter-community” footpaths in the Village. The Clerk to reply with a copy of the footpath information compiled by Mr Gravina. 
Mr Hues stated that he had inadvertently blocked part of the footpath from Devizes to Poulshot with a field of “rape”. He promised to ensure that next year a path through the field would be sprayed to allow usage. 
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7.Accounts payable There were two accounts payable: (i 
Wiltshire Association of Local Councils (accounts book) £9:95 
(ii) M.Hues, For Gifts to retiring magazine editor, Mr & Mrs Quinn, £52:50. 
The accounts were approved and cheques signed. 
Note. 
The clerk stated that he was still waiting for a new cheque book to arrive so Mr Hues cheque 
will be signed later. 
8.Any other business. 
(a) It was stated that new traffic signs would be erected at Townsend. This follows a request from the local residents. 
(b) Best Kept Village, result. It was stated that Poulshot came 3rd in this years competition. (c) It was advised that Poulshot now has its own Web site. The address is:WWW.CO.UK/Wiltshire/Poulshot. 
(d) It was stated that the football posts on the Green had been vandalised, with one post being broken. Mr Collett offered to repair the post. 
There being no other business the meeting closed at 8:30p.m.
