Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 9th March 2004 in the Parish Hall Poulshot. 
Members present: Mr Hues, Chairman, Mrs Aidridge, Mr Baber, Mr Hun loke and Mr Nixon. Mrs T Carr, KDC, was also present. 
I. Apologies: There were no apologies. Mr Collett and Mr Dyke did not attend. 
2. Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of the last meeting, having been circulated, were taken as read and approved. 
At this point in the meeting PC Ann Deuchars arrived and was introduced to the Parish Council. Miss Deuchars stated that she was the new beat Police Officer for Poulshot and that she wished to make herself known to the Parish Council and as many of the residents as possible. She also outlined the duties of the beat police officer and how they fitted in with the general policing of the area. As she worked shifts she stated that she would not always be available but that if any specific queries required her attention she would try to do that at her next shift. She could always be contacted via Devizes Police station and leaving a message. Miss Deuchars then went on to say that she would always try to drive through the village at least once during every duty day. Before leaving Miss Deuchars answered any questions that councillors had and was then thanked for giving up her spare time to attend the meeting, by the Chairman. 
3. Matters arising: (i) It was stated that the Green Gardens gate still had to be fixed. (ii) There was still much concern over the special resident in the bungalow opposite The Raven and the Parish Council still required some answers as to why the situation did not seem to improve. Mrs Carr stated that the bungalow was owned by Sarsen Housing association and used by the Social Services. She also stated that it was unlikely that a similar tenant would be housed in the adjoining property. The Council felt that it was also unlikely that a “normal tenant” would be found. Mrs Carr stated that she will go back to Sarsen and advise them of the situation. The Clerk was asked to write to Sarsen advising them of the further problems. (iii) The Chairman stated that it was hoped that improved signage would be erected at Church bend during the next round of road works in the vicinity. (iv) The Rights of way warden for Wiltshire County Council had contacted the Parish and advised that there would be some clearing work done in Broadway Lane as soon as possible. This was generally welcomed although it was felt that it could also attract more unwelcome and illegal traffic. 
4. Clerks resignation. The Clerk confirmed his intention to resign due to health reasons. The Chairman stated that there were two applications for the post already and that the advertisement was in the Parish magazine currently being distributed. The Chairman stated that a small committee would meet to interview the candidates in the near future. The Chairman then thanked the Clerk for his long service saying that he would be missed after the hard work he had put in for the Council over the last 27 years. 
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5. Plans for consideration. There were no plans for consideration.

7. Any other Business. (i) The Clerk stated that the Parish Lengthsman scheme had been suspended due to the recent bad weather, but it was hoped that it would soon be reinstated.
